CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the May 14, 2019 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Ken Bain, June Falcon and Don Adcock. Councilor Anthony was absent. City Recorder Valerie Russell was also present.  
Citizens present: Mike Morrow, Angie Shurtleff, Robert Cole and Peter Hall.
Agenda Item No. 1– Mayors Report

DEQ Complaint
Mayor Brown explained to the Council that former employee Brandon Fry and Haines property owner, Kevin Luckini filed a complaint to the DEQ claiming that he had ordered Brandon to falsify readings for the DMR reports. The DEQ representative, Duane Smith indicated that there could be possible penalties for violations.
Water Compliance Project
The construction of the water reservoir is progressing at an impressive rate, Mayor Brown encouraged everyone to go see the project. 
Agenda Item No. 2 Administrative Matters

Appoint Council Members
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that there were two applicants for the two vacant Council positions. Peter Hall has applied for Council position #1 with a term ending December 31, 2020. 

Councilor Adcock made a motion to appoint Peter Hall to Council position #1 with term ending December 31, 2020. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Angie Shurtleff has applied for Council position #2 with a term ending December 31, 2022. 

Councilor Falcon made a motion to appoint Angie Shurtleff to Council position #2 with term ending December 31, 2022. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

City Recorder Valerie Russell administered the oath of office for Council position #1 to Peter Hall.

Appoint Budget Committee Members

Councilor Hall made a motion to appoint Richard Howe, Andi Walsh, Gary Johnson, Teri Johnson, Sandy Wood and Kathy Down or John Shurtleff to the Budget Committee. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 3 – Consent Agenda
Councilor Falcon made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 4 - City Recorder

Meetings
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that the Budget Committee meeting had been scheduled for May 28, 2019 at 6:00 pm. There will also be a special Council meeting after the Budget Committee meeting to review the Hiring Committee recommendations and hire the new Public Works Maintenance 1 employee.

Amend Agenda
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that in order to utilize the additional funds that are available for the water project the loan contract required modification. The total amount of the loan has not changed only how it is distributed to Phase 1 and Phase 2 of the project. This modification requires approval of a Resolution that needs to be included on this agenda. The Council needs to approve amending the agenda to include Resolution No. R-1905-3 Authorizing a Loan from the Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund.

Councilor Adcock made a motion to amend the agenda to include Resolution No. R-1905-3 Authorizing a Loan from the Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 


Signature Card for Phase 2
It is necessary to appoint signers for Phase 2 of the project. The signers for Phase 1 are Valerie Russell, Ken Bain and June Falcon. 

Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to appoint Valerie Russell, Ken Bain, Don Adcock and June Falcon as signers for Phase 2 disbursements. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Public Restroom in the Park
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that the Union Pacific Foundation no longer awards grants to municipalities only non-profit organizations. Nick Ducote inquired into a Parks and Recreation grant and concluded that the City should find something to incorporate into the project that would pertain to a historical or recreational theme to help obtain a grant. 
Public Works Report
Mayor Brown gave a Public Works report. The Landfill made $2,000 from disposing of construction materials from Joe Scott’s house demolition. Donny Rowe and Mayor Brown spent 2 ½ days at the Landfill stockpiling dirt for cover. A cat was rented for $100 per hour from Brent Kerns, the total cost was $1,300. The prison work crew will pick up scattered papers and debris at the Landfill in May.
The City was fortunate enough to get connected with Harold (Butch) Hulse who is a former Public Works employee for Island City. Butch has been hired to map and exercise the isolation valves in town so the contractors will know the extent of the area that the water will be shut down when the new meters are installed. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – Administrative Matters
First Reading of Ordinance No. 154 Series 2019 Granting OTEC a Franchise
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council that the franchise agreement with OTEC needs to renewed. Valerie read aloud Ordinance No. 154 Series 2019 Granting OTEC a Franchise to the Council.

Councilor Bain made a motion to accept the first reading of Ordinance No. 154 Series 2019 Granting OTEC a Franchise. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
