COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

CITY HALL

Mayor Brown opened the May 12, 2015 regular Council meeting at 7:50 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Dawn O'Grady, Connie Pound Lewis, Don Adcock, Katie Jones-Bedolla and John Shurtleff. Lisa Whited was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel.
Citizens present: Sandy Wood and Melissa Brown.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Public Comments
There were no public comments.
Agenda Item No. 2 - Mayor's Report

Water Project Property Acquisition

Mayor Brown explained that there are two potential property acquisition locations for the water project. The potential site for the storage tank is located next to well #3 and will require soil testing to determine if the site can accommodate the weight of the storage tank. The testing will be accomplished by core drilling to approximately 45 feet. The City has received permission from the property owner to conduct the testing. The other property is located next to well #1 and will only require digging test pits with the backhoe. This property acquisition is necessary to accommodate a 100 foot perimeter for the new well to prevent contamination infiltration. The contact information has been obtained for the property owner and they will be contacted as soon as possible to obtain permission for the testing.
The testing is a requirement before the actually purchase option can be entered into with the City and the property owners.


Right of Way Maintenance 
Mayor Brown addressed the issue of maintenance of the rights of way and vacant lots within the City. He noted that there are large amounts of white top that is present within the City that needs to be sprayed. There is also a good chance that there will be an extreme fire season this year so the City needs to take action to keep things mowed. This is going to require the City to purchase and lease equipment to accomplish these tasks, which Public Works Josh Proebstel will explain in more detail in his report.
Mayor Brown stated that he has received several complaints from community members concerning  property that is not being maintained. He also stated that he has been in contact with some of the property owners concerning this issue, but is having trouble getting in contact with others. Another issue is residents permanently locating personal items on the right of way. In Mayor Brown's opinion if residents use the right of way they should also maintain the area. There are also areas of City owned property that has not been maintained for years and needs to be maintained.

Marijuana Dispensary 
City Recorder Valerie Russell read  a section out of the City County Insurance Services (CIS) Quarterly Report dated April 2015 concerning City's banning marijuana dispensaries. The question that was presented to CIS states "My City Council wants to permanently ban marijuana dispensaries" the reply being "This is a tough issue. The key point on liability is what, if anything, the legislature passes this session on the topic of local regulation of marijuana. The best chance for a city to be able to ban dispensaries without getting sued lies with the legislature. If the legislature explicitly allows for local bans, then the city will be okay. So, my first recommendation is that any councilors who want to ban marijuana should start by lobbying the legislature. If local governments do not get clear legislative authority to ban dispensaries, then a permanent moratorium on medical marijuana dispensaries will make it highly likely that the City will get sued. In addition, it is highly unlikely that the City's insurance will cover the defense costs of such a suit." CIS report is herein attached and part of the record.

Councilor member O'Grady made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Jones-Bedolla seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

City Recorder

Fireworks Auction

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that she had been contacted by the Friends of Haines Fireworks Auction Committee for a donation. Last year the City donated one year of free landfill privileges.
Councilor  member Pound-Lewis made a motion to donate one year of free landfill privileges to the fireworks auction. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Community Income Survey
Valerie explained that the Community Income Survey will begin Saturday May 16th. Cameron Mulder from PSU will be here to conduct the training for the volunteers at 8:00 am. PSU believes that every house can be contacted in four to five hours and have call backs next week for households that are not available on Saturday. Valerie thanked  Sandy Wood for recruiting eight volunteers to conduct the survey. Valerie also commented that it would be helpful if the City could get a few more volunteers. 

This whole process has been a struggle with IFA. The methodology was finally approved this week after trying to get it approved for months.
Public Works

Updates
Public Works Josh Proebstel explained that a 3 inch main line that runs under Hwy 30 had broke but he was able to repair the line. Josh has been trying to weed eat the white top and other weeds around town. The backhoe window has been repaired. The DEQ approved the addendum to the Landfill Site Development Plan that addressed the methane monitoring wells. JUB provided him with the initial plan sets for review and they appear to needs very little editing. The self cleaning intake screen at the sewer ponds has been installed and has been working very well. There is still no communication between the pump control panel and the pivots, but the pivots are working well other than having to check on them twice a day. Adam Kerns will be working on the control panel as soon as he can.

Equipment Lease
Josh commented that the City is really in need of a tractor. The City rented a tractor twice last year but really needs one available all of the time. It is difficult to get everything accomplished in just of few hours of rental time.  Josh obtained several bids from different tractor dealers. The John Deere dealer gave the City a quote on a  municipal lease that is reasonable. A mower and sprayer would also need to be purchased. Some of the tractor dealers only offered lease options but not a municipal lease to own. 
Mayor Brown explained to the Council that the City Accountant advised the City that they could not obligate future Councils to a debt such as a payment on equipment. But,  a municipal lease is basically a year to year lease that can be terminated at anytime if necessary, but if the full term of the lease is met then the equipment belongs to the City. The payments would be approximately $4,500 per year for five years and at the end of the term the City would own the  tractor.
Discussion followed included getting a bid from Robbins Equipment. 
Councilor O'Grady made a motion to enter into a municipal lease agreement (rent to own) for a tractor and to purchase a sprayer and mower after a bid is received from Robbins Equipment, final selection of tractor will be left to the Mayor and Public Works discretion. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
