COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

MAY 13, 2013
 CONVENED: 7:00 PM

CITY HALL
Mayor Anthony opened the May 13, 2013 regular Council meeting at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Dawn O'Grady, Jim Brown, Sharon Dinger, Connie Pound and Kathy Ritch. Council member John Shurtleff was absent. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Director Jason Melo.

Mayor Anthony led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: Teri Brown Johnson, Sandy Wood and Birl Miller. Also present were John Garlitz and Nathan Black from JUB Engineering. Dave Wildman from Anderson Perry was also in attendance.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Ritch made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Brown seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 2 - Administrative Matters

First Reading of Ordinance No. 139 Series 2013 Regulating of Dogs in the 
City Limits of Haines
Mayor Anthony explained to the Council that the Record Courier had failed to publish the legal notice announcing the First Reading of the Ordinance No. 139 Series 2013 Regulating Dogs in the City Limits of Haines. 

The notice was posted in town and in the City Newsletter, but when published in the newspaper the City receives an Affidavit of Publication that is notarized.
Council discussion followed.

The First Reading of the Ordinance was tabled until the June 2013 Council meeting.


Sewer Farm Lease
Councilor Brown addressed the Council on behalf of Jim Aldrich who is leasing the Sewer Farm. Councilor Brown stated that the lessee had some concerns about the lease. Upon researching the sewer farms past operations, it has become obvious that the land is very unproductive. For a long period of time the City did not charge anything for the farm lease or a very minimal charge of $1.00 per acre. The lease states that in 2013 the lease will cost $20.00 per acre and in the years 2014-2018 the price will be negotiated according to current market value. Jim Aldrich's concern is that it is going to cost between $15,000 and $16,000 to plant the new crop of alfalfa with a triticale cover crop for this year. After he invests the time and money then the City could raise the price of the lease to a unreasonable amount. Jim Aldrich would like the Council to decide at this time what the maximum price per acre will cost in the years 2014-2018. Jim Aldrich is willing to pay, he just wants to make sure the investment that he makes this year is going to be there for him next year, and if not then he is going to opt out of the lease.
Council discussion followed.

Councilors Dinger and Pound voiced their disapproval of setting a price per acre without knowing the productivity or the market value of the crop in the future. 
Councilor Ritch made a motion to set the maximum price that can be negotiated at
 $30.00 per acre for the sewer farm lease for the years 2014-2018. Councilor Brown seconded the motion. Councilor Dinger opposed. The motion passed with majority consent.
Councilor Pound stated that she expects to see on an annual basis a production report.

Dog Enforcement
Councilor Dinger provided the Council with a packet of information concerning the draft dog ordinance and the dog enforcement officer. Packet is herein attached and part of the record. A letter is included from the Justice of the Peace, Don Williams which states his interpretation of the laws concerning appointing a dog enforcement officer. He conveys that if the City were to appoint a dog enforcement officer that did not meet the requirements and they issued a citation for a dog violation, the Justice Court would not be able to hear the citation. 
Councilor Dinger is researching the different laws that the Justice of the Peace has referenced in his letter and other laws that pertain to this situation. She has spoken with the League of Oregon Cities, The Department of Public Safety Standards and Training (Debra Gray) and the Multnomah County Dog District's second in command (Chuck Poetz). The different agency's concur that it is possible to appoint a dog enforcement officer that can issue citations.
Councilor Dinger will continue to research this issue until a definite conclusion has been reached.

John Street Repair
Mayor Anthony explained to the Council that John Street was in bad need of repair. The City of Baker, with Jason's help and the City's equipment, can patch the pot holes with hot mix for between $3,500 - $3,900. 

Councilor Ritch made a motion to have Baker City repair John Street at the maximum cost of $3,900. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.

Councilor O'Grady suggested contacting Baker County about finishing the work they started on Coffey Lane on the way to the dump. A letter from the Council might be beneficial, and she felt the Council should continue to pursue the issue.

Jason commented that he had been told that the project did not get finished because they ran out of money.
Agenda Item No. 3_- Old Business


Sewer Pump Issues

Public Works Director Jason Melo explained that he had met with Brett Moore and Dave Wildman form Anderson Perry Engineering along with Mayor Anthony and John Garlitz from JUB Engineering. Anderson Perry presented them with information on the sewer pumps. An analysis will be performed to determine the cause of the problem. The next step is to bypass the wet well and to take measurements of the location of the pumps.
A handout was provided to the Council by Anderson Perry Engineering. Handout is herein attached and part of the record.

JUB Engineering Water Master Plan Update

Nathan Black and John Garlitz from JUB Engineering addressed the Council concerning the Water Master Plan Update. Gary Viehdorfer from Business Oregon is requesting that the Water Master Plan Review Technical Memo be modified. Since there are enough changes it is equal to a Master Plan Update. Gary Viehdorfer is requiring the Technical Memo to be submitted to Drinking Water Services to get their approval as an amendment or an update to the Water Master Plan before he will accept it. Bill Goss from Drinking Water Services will determine from a regulatory standpoint what needs to done.
Nathan explained that the Council needs to be aware that in order to qualify for this grant the City water base rates by the end of construction would need to be at least $39.64 per EDU, which is 7,500 gallons per month. Gary Viehdorfer is recommending submitting the application in the third quarter. At this point it appears that a $2,000,000 grant and $750,000 potentially in additional principal forgiveness is a possibility. The higher the water rates the better chance of obtaining more principal forgiveness. The funding agency will negotiate with the City on the different options. The City qualifies for a 1.5% interest rate which is a 50% reduction of the market rate. This is not a fixed rate and can change each quarter.
John and Nathan cautioned everyone not discuss anything to do with land acquisition before a grant is obtained or it will disqualify the City from getting a grant.

City Recorder Valerie Russell thanked JUB for contributing the maps for the yard sale.

Agenda Item No. 4 -New Business


Birl Miller
Citizen Birl Miller addressed the Council on behalf of NE Oregon Housing requesting to place a sign advertising to rent the empty units.

Council had no objection.

Birl also commented that the City needs handicap parking spaces and handicap access sidewalks by the Post Office.

Council discussion followed. Nathan commented that with new construction there are strict rules on ADA parking and access, but if it is something that was established before the ADA parking rules went into effect there are not so many guidelines.
This issue will be researched further.

Agenda Item No. 5 - Staff Reports
City Recorder


Street Light

City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that in order to install a street light at the corner of Front and Fourth Street it would cost between $400 and $500, because there is not electricity to the pole. OTEC suggested that the City ask ODOT if they would be willing to help with the cost. ODOT stated that the only time they help with lighting is if there is a documented safety hazard.

Council agreed not to pursue the installation of the street light.


Dogs in the Park

Valerie commented that she had attended a meeting with Baker County Tourism and Timothy Bishop had suggested in order to encourage tourism the City should remove the signs that state "No Dogs in the Park". Almost everyone traveling has a dog with them and it deters them from stopping and patronizing the local businesses. A replacement sign that states "Please clean up after your dog" and a place to dispose of the waste would be beneficial.


Dog Control Officer

The notice asking for a volunteer for Dog Control Officer will be revised since the City was unable to appoint a Dog Control Officer at this time.


Landfill Permit

In reference to the discussion at the April 9, 2013 Council meeting concerning the area where the City could bury large animals at the Landfill, the Landfill permit is for 15 acres only and does not include the 40 acre parcel that the BLM donated to the City.

Public Works Director 

Public Works Director Jason Melo stated that the poles are set in the park for the banner with the assistance of Chris Peppers from OTEC.

The auto-dialer for the well will be installed next week.

Jason has been mowing vacant lots and right of ways.

He asked everyone to keep an eye on the Recycle Center for people dumping trash, two mattresses were left there in one week. 

Landfill Resolution
Valerie commented that she felt that the charge at the Landfill to dispose of mattresses was too high. 

Discussion followed on revising the charge for mattresses, furniture and large animals.

Council agreed to change the charge for mattresses and furniture from $11.00 to $6.00 and $50.00 for disposal of large animals. 

A new Landfill Resolution will be presented at the June Council Meeting.
Agenda Item No. 6 - Council Reports

Councilor Pound
Councilor Pound suggested that the City send everyone the first of the year a coupon to dispose of one free load of trash to be used anytime during the year rather than having a free dump day.
