CITY COUNCIL MEETING
November 17, 2020
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

Mayor Brown opened the November 17, 2020 telephone conference City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were June Falcon, Angie Shurtleff, Peter Hall, Don Adcock, Ken Bain and Dennis Anthony. City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Ty Falcon were also present. 
Citizens present: Stan Mitchell from Gaslin Accounting CPA’s PC was present.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Administrative Matters

Fiscal year 2019/2020 Audit Presentation Gaslin Accounting CPA’s PC
Stan Mitchell from Gaslin Accounting CPA’s PC gave an overview of the 2019/2020 Audit which included a single audit. The single audit is required if $750,000 in federal funds have been received during a fiscal year. The City received over $750,000 in federal funds due to the CDBG grant and the SDWRLF loan for the Water Compliance Project. 
Stan stated that the City was in good financial shape and the books are very clean. The City is required to approve a resolution stating that the City is aware of a lack of internal control. This is a normal circumstance for small communities where there is only one person that takes care of all the accounting. The City states in the resolution that they will be continue to be diligent in reviewing monthly records and continue contracting with Guyer & Associates CPA’s to oversee the accounting activities. 
There were no questions from the Council concerning the audit. 
Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayors Report


Dog Control
Mayor Brown addressed the Council concerning dog control. There currently is a situation where there is a dog that has been killing chickens, attacking cats and other animals. No one will admit to owning the dog. Mayor Brown stated that since the City does not have the proper equipment or training to catch the dog and haul into the pound in Baker City, he suggested the City purchase a tranquilizer gun.
Council consensus was to research the issue and see if certification is necessary and the liabilities.

Covid Relief Funds
Mayor Brown explained that the City is eligible to receive $25,000 in Covid Relief Funds which can be used for Covid related expenses that the City has incurred or these funds can be distributed to businesses for Covid related expenses or loss of revenue. City funds would need to be used initially and then the City would submit a request for reimbursement to the Department of Administrative Services. If the City does not use the funds, the funds will go back to the State for redistribution to other cities. Baker County has made a request that if the funds are not used by the City could the City transfer the funds to the County for the new Health Department building. There are businesses in Haines that could benefit from the Covid Relief Funds and Baker County is willing to distribute the funds to the Haines businesses first and if any funds remain then the County can use those funds for the new building for the Health Department. The County will take care of the application process and be responsible for distributing their funds to the applicants and then request reimbursement from the State.
Agenda Item No. 3 - Consent Agenda
Councilor Falcon made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder
City Recorder

Election Results
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that she had not received the certified elections results from the Baker County Clerk yet but the unofficial results are as follows; Jim Brown was elected for Mayor, Dennis Anthony, Ken Bain and Peter Hall were elected to the Council. 


Oregon Parks & Recreation Department Grant
The Oregon Parks & Recreation Department grant that the City applied for to construct a public restroom had been put on hold because of the Covid-19 situation. The funds for these grants are from Oregon Lottery Funds and it was unclear if there were going to be enough funds to distribute in grants this year. Valerie stated that she received an email today confirming that there is enough Oregon Lottery Funds available to award the grants. OPRD will resume reviewing the grant applications and will announce the recipients in the next few months. 

Public Works

Recycle Center
Public Works Ty Falcon explained to the Council that with the assistance of Larry Curry he has dismantled the old Recycle Center and cleaned up the area. 
Well #3 has been having really big problems which are being addressed as warranty work. 
Ty also thanked Mayor Brown for his assistance with the snow plowing on the previous Sunday. 
Agenda Item No. 5 – Administrative Matters

Resolution No. R-2011-06 Internal Control Deficiencies and Plan of Action
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud Resolution No. R-2011-06 Internal Control Deficiencies and Plan of Action to the Council.

Councilor Hall made a motion to accept Resolution No. R-2011-06 Internal Control Deficiencies and Plan of Action. Councilor Falcon seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 

Covid Relief Funds
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that Mayor Brown had explained the $25,000 Covid Relief Funds grant and the agreement to transfer the funds to the County for distribution and the Council needs to approve that agreement. 
Councilor Falcon made a motion to transfer the $25,000 in Covid Relief Funds to Baker County for distribution to the eligible Haines businesses and use any remaining funds for the Baker County Health Department building. Councilor Hall seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 6 – New Business

Haines Fire Protection District Board Vacancies
Councilor Hall requested to include in the next Newsletter a notice that the Haines Fire Protection District has two vacancies on the board. The Haines Fire Protection District would like to ask for volunteers to serve on the board until the next election. Agenda Item No. 7 – Council Reports

Councilor Anthony
Councilor Anthony asked the status of the purchase of the reader board that the Council approved. 

City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that the purchase was postponed last year because the funds that were budgeted had to be used for other expenses. The funds are included in this years budget for the purchase of the reader board. 
The Council agreed to move forward with purchasing a reader board.
