COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
NOVEMBER 10, 2015

CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the November 10, 2015 regular Council meeting at 6:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Katie Jones-Bedolla, Don Adcock, John Shurtleff, Dawn O'Grady and Connie Pound-Lewis. Councilor Whited arrived at 6:20 pm. Also present were City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Josh Proebstel. 
Citizens present: Sandy Wood, Teri Johnson and Record Courier Editor Gina Perkins.
Agenda Item No. 1 - Public Comments

There were no public comments.

Agenda Item No. 2 – Mayor Report

Right of Way Cleaning
Mayor Brown stated that the right of way cleaning is still underway but overall has been a success. 
Agenda Item No. 3 - Consent Agenda

Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to accept the consent agenda. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder/Public Works
City Recorder

CIS Refund
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the City will be receiving a $556.98 refund from the CIS Insurance Company for the Workers Compensation premium which is calculated on an estimated payroll. The estimated payroll was higher than the actual payroll so the City is entitled to a refund.

Compression Brakes
The City has received a complaint concerning the use of compression brakes inside the City limits. More research will be done to determine if the City can prohibit the use of compression brakes within the City limits.

Employee Manual Update
The section in the City’s Employee Manual pertaining to sick leave will need to be updated.  Senate House Bill 454 has established new guidelines for employee sick leave. Beginning January 1, 2016 sick leave must be calculated at a rate of at least 1 hour of sick leave earned for every 30 hours worked. This will not have much effect on the City’s full time employees sick leave except for the way it is calculated. The major difference is that the City’s part time employees will now be eligible for sick leave.

USDA Compliance Review
LaDonn McElligott from the USDA recently conducted the City’s compliance review. Everything was in order with the exception of a lack of a “Vulnerability Assessment and Emergency Response Plan” for the sewer system. The USDA does not need a copy of these documents, just certification that these are in place. In 2007 the City did certify that these were in place, but the documents have not been located.  A new Vulnerability Assessment and Emergency Response Plan will be drafted.
Public Works

USDA Compliance Review
Public Works Josh Proebstel stated that LaDonn McElligott from the USDA, found everything in compliance with the sewer system components.
Landfill
The Landfill attendant will be unable to work for approximately one month due to surgery. Josh and Doug will take her place until she returns. 

To place a chemical toilet at the Landfill it would cost $45.00 in the winter and $35.00 in the summer. The price could possibly be negotiated.
Shop
The installation of a restroom in the shop is progressing and at this time the project cost is within the budgeted amount. 
Water
The Water System Survey that was conducted by the Oregon Health Drinking Water Agency has been completed and indicates several minor deficiencies that will be addressed. 

Agenda Item No. 5 - Administrative Matters

Requests to Utilize Undeveloped Rights of Way
Mayor Brown explained that there were two requests to utilize undeveloped rights of way.

Williams
Councilor O’Grady made a motion to accept Glenda Williams request to utilize the undeveloped Sixth Street right of way that adjoins her property to the south. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 
Crist
Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to accept Marvin Crist’s request to utilize the undeveloped Amy Street right of way that adjoins his property to the west and the undeveloped Sixth Street right of way that adjoins his property to the south ending at the alley between Amy and Wilcox Streets. Councilor O’Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
Property Acquisition
Mayor Brown explained that the Council needed to vote to approve the purchase of two separate parcels of land that are needed for the Water Compliance Project with City funds.
Councilor O’Grady made a motion to purchase the Tonya Aldrich property for $19,000 and the Greg Unger property for $11,500 with City funds. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent.
