CITY COUNCIL MEETING
OCTOBER 17, 2017
CONVENED: 6:00 PM

CITY HALL

City Recorder Valerie Russell opened the October 17, 2017 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were John Shurtleff, Lisa Whited, Don Adcock and Connie Pound Lewis. Mayor Jim Brown and Council members Katie Jones-Bedolla and Ken Bain were absent. Also present was Public Works Brandon Fry. 

Citizens present: Sandy Wood, Gary Johnson and Angie Shurtleff. Also present was Nick Ducote from Ducote Consulting.
City Recorder Valerie Russell explained to the Council since the Mayor and the Council President were both absent she could run the meeting if the Council approved. 

Councilor Shurtleff made a motion to appoint City Recorder Valerie Russell as the Chairperson for the October 17, 2017 meeting. Councilor Adcock seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Agenda Item No. 1– Public Hearing for the Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund Application for the Water Compliance Project
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud the Public Notice for the Public Hearing for the Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund Application for the Water Compliance project to the Council and the Public. Public Hearing notice is herein attached and part of the record.

Nick Ducote from Ducote Consulting provided the Council with a handout that explained the Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan application and terms. Nick stated that the loan had been secured contingent on the City receiving the CDBG grant. The CDBG grants will not be awarded until February 2018. The total amount of this phase of the project is $3,701,377. The CDBG grant request is in the amount of $1,908,112. The Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund loan is in the amount of $1,818,265, but $961,827 has been written off as principle forgiveness. The actual amount of the loan will be $856,438. The principle forgiveness is higher than the normal $750,000 that was anticipated. The estimated annual debt service is $33,185, which breaks down to $6.66 per EDU. It is unclear at this time if the $6.66 will be added to the current rate of $41.00 per month or if some of the previous increases can be included in the $6.66.

Citizen Gary Johnson
Citizen Gary Johnson questioned how long the project would take to complete.
Nick Ducote stated that it should take approximately 18 months beginning in February or March of 2018. The actual construction should only take approximately 12 months to complete but it will depend upon the weather. 
There were no other public comments.

City Recorder Valerie Russell closed the Public Hearing for the Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund Application for the Water Compliance Project.

Agenda Item No. 2 – Public Hearing for the Water Compliance Project Construction Application for a Community Development Block Grant
City Recorder Valerie Russell opened the Public Hearing for the Water Compliance Project Construction Application for a Community Development Block Grant by reading aloud the Public Notice to the Council and the Public. Public Hearing Notice is herein attached and part of the record.

Public Comments

Citizen Gary Johnson
Citizen Gary Johnson questioned what kind of rate increase there would be. 

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that was included in the information that Nick Ducote had provided to the Council stating that the debt service would break down to $6.66. It is unclear at this time if that would be added on to the current rate of $41.00 or not. The City has been making increases annually to reach the level that was projected by the funding agencies of around $49.00 per month.
Citizen Gary Johnson asked how the transition between the old system and the new system would work without having to shut off the water to customers.
Councilor Adcock explained that normally during projects like this a block at a time would be completed and a temporary line would be hooked up to provide water to that block. 
This phase of the project does not include distribution lines that would be in a future project. The water meters will be replaced, a new storage reservoir installed, well #2 abandonment and electrical upgrades to well #3.
There were no other public comments.

City Recorder


Department of Land Conservation and Development Planning Grant

City Recorder Valerie Russell explained that the City is eligible to receive a $1,000 grant from the Department of Land Conservation and Development every two years, and the City will receive the $1,000 grant this year. The funds can be used for planning projects such as the adoption of the Planning and Zoning Document. 
Planning Document
Valerie also commented that she has been doing the final editing of the Planning Document. The document will be ready to send to the State for their review soon. Then the property owner notification and public hearings can begin.

2016/2017 Financial Audit
Nichols and Mitchell CPA’s are in the process of conducting the audit for fiscal year 2016/2017. The audit will be presented at the November 14, 2017 Council Meeting.

Public Works


Baker Sanitary Waste Disposal

Public Works Brandon Fry explained that Baker Sanitary has started disposing of waste at the Haines Lift Station from septic tanks and chemical toilets. So far, they have disposed of 9 loads which consisted of 12,350 gallons. The City is charging $0.15 per gallon to dump, in three weeks the City has made $1,852.50. 
Councilor Adcock stated that Sackos Excavating would also like to dispose of their waste at the Haines facility.


OAWU Training
Brandon attended a OAWU Small Water Systems Operator training course in Baker City recently. He is now a Certified Operator in Training but still has to complete his required number of hours before he can test to be a Certified Operator.


Water & Sewer Installation 
A new water and sewer service connection has been completed on School Street. A new home will be placed at that location in the Spring of 2018.


Sewer Farm

The sewer farm was able to produce three cuttings of alfalfa this year due to the irrigation system working more efficiently
