CITY HALL

Mayor Jim Brown opened the September 11, 2018 City Council meeting at 6:00 pm. Council members present were Ken Bain, Katie Jones, John Shurtleff and Dennis Anthony. Council members Lisa Whited and Don Adcock were absent. Also present was City Recorder Valerie Russell and Public Works Brandon Fry.
Citizens present: Angie Shurtleff, June and Ty Falcon, Lee and Sharon Polston, Robert and Tina Cole and Mike Morrow. Also present were Haines Planning Director Richard Howe and Baker County Planning Director Holly Kerns.  
Agenda Item No. 1 – Administrative Matters
Memorandum of Understanding-Eastern Oregon Economic Development Planning Project

Mayor Brown stated that Baker County Planning Director Holly Kerns was present to explain to the Council the Memorandum of Understanding for the Eastern Oregon Economic Development Planning Project.
Holly addressed the Council concerning a Memorandum of Understanding for the Eastern Oregon Economic Development Planning Project. The MOU gives the Cities in Baker County an opportunity to have an Economic Development Plan drafted specifically for them.
Each City in Baker County has been awarded a grant and the DLCD will obtain a consultant who will help look at economic assets and barriers and develop a plan. There is no direct financial responsibility and the DLCD will pay the consultant directly and manage the funds. This is a 100% grant and no matching funds are required.
The community responsibilities include providing information about the community, appoint one or two people as community representatives and hold four public meetings.
Councilor Anthony made a motion to accept the Memorandum of Understanding for the Eastern Oregon Economic Development Planning Project. Councilor Bain seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent. 
Agenda Item No. 2 - Mayor’s Report

Street Repairs
Mayor Brown commented that the City’s chip seal project is almost completed. The striping will be completed within the next few days. As soon as the striping is completed ODOT can be contacted and the project will be inspected and the City can request the $50,000 in grant money to pay for the project.
The City has submitted an application for a grant to complete the John Street re-paving project. If the City is a recipient that project will be completed next year. 

Ethics Commission Complaint
Mayor Brown addressed the Council concerning the ethics complaint that Councilor Whited had filed with the Oregon Government Ethics Commission against him. The portion of the complaint that involved the City Recorder’s additional income of $50.00 per month, which Councilor Whited called a gift, has been dismissed by the Commission after reviewing the facts. The portion of the complaint concerning receiving payroll for doing work for the City is still under investigation and probably will go to a hearing. The reason that issue is being investigated is because he did not obtain approval from the Council prior to submitting his hours for compensation. The Government Ethics Commission suggested that the City adopt a policy allowing City officials to request compensation for services rendered. 
The complaint was based on incorrect information and included items that are not regulated by the Government Ethics Commission such as the Oregon Department of Agriculture investigation. There is not an investigation, the City was told that an applicators license was not necessary in the past but apparently it is required now and Brandon will obtain a license. Mayor Brown reiterated that a Council member cannot act as an individual but the Council must act as a whole.
Councilor Jones remarked that if a Councilor finds out that the City is in violation of a regulation they should share that information with the Council and so the problem can be addressed. 
Agenda Item No. 3 – Consent Agenda
Councilor Jones made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Agenda Item No. 4 – City Recorder Report
City Recorder

Election
City Recorder Valerie Russell stated that August 28, 2018 was the deadline to submit petitions for candidacy for the November 6, 2018 election. The candidates that will be on the ballot are Mayor: Jim Brown, Council: Katie Jones, Don Adcock, Angie Shurtleff and June Falcon. Valerie noted that there are three Council positions open. 

Ballot Measures
The ballot measures; 1-86 Prohibits Commercial Marijuana Facilities in Haines and 1-87 Authorizing Three Percent Tax on Cannabis will also be on the November 6, 2018 Haines ballot. The ballot measures can be viewed on the Secretary of State’s web site.

Water Compliance Project
The City will be going out to bid for contractors for the Water Compliance Project Phase #1 in October.
Public Works
Sewer Farm Irrigation System
Public Works Brandon Fry reported that he has determined the case of lack of pressure with the sewer farm irrigation system was caused by rocks in the pump impeller. Once the rocks were removed the system has been operating with the highest volume and the least amount of pressure that he has ever seen.

Applicator License
Brandon contacted the Oregon Department of Agriculture concerning obtaining a pesticide applicator license. The reason that the City needs to obtain a license is not because of what is being sprayed it is a technicality on how it is sprayed. The City can spray Round-up and 2-4-D with a hand sprayer but cannot spray with any kind of motorized applicator without a license. He has received the study materials and will be working toward obtaining a license before next spring.
Agenda Item No. 5 – Administrative Matters


Policy to Allow City Officials to Request Compensation for Goods and Services
City Recorder Valerie Russell read aloud to the Council a Policy to Allow City Officials to Request Compensation for Goods and Services. The policy was suggested by the Government Ethics Commission.
Councilor Anthony made a motion to approve the Policy to Allow City Officials to Request Compensation for Goods and Services. Councilor Jones seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Fine Structure for Right of Way Violations 
Councilor Anthony volunteered to draft a fine structure for right of way violations and he provided the Council with a draft fine structure. After reviewing other City’s fine structures, he concluded that there needs to be a minimum amount so the judge on a first offensive has a baseline and a maximum amount for repeat offenses. The actually fine is up to the judge.
Councilor Anthony made a motion to proceed to make the fine structure into a resolution for approval with the additional verbiage “including but not limited to”. Councilor Shurtleff seconded the motion. The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

Councilor Bain
Councilor Bain commented that the Haines Stampede Rodeo Association’s Demolition Derby this year cleared a record amount of $18,000. They are still working towards holding the Demolition Derby in Haines next year.
