SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

Council President Pound opened the September 5, 2013 Special Council meeting at 6:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call was then taken. Council members present were Dawn O'Grady, Sharon Dinger, John Shurtleff and Kathy Ritch. Mayor Anthony and Councilor Brown were absent. Also present was City Recorder Valerie Russell.

Councilor Dinger led the Council in a prayer.

Citizens present: Angie Shurtleff. John Garlitz and Nathan Black from JUB Engineers were also present.

Administrative Matters

Sewer Lagoon Boat
John Garlitz from JUB Engineers explained that the City needs to obtain a different boat for use on the lagoons. The boat that the City presently has is not DEQ approved. A boat is needed to navigate out onto the lagoon to pull up the line that is plugged with algae and clean the intake filter. John presented different options for boats. Jason Melo has a 13 foot fiberglass boat for $400.00. The boat needs to be lightweight so one person can handle it by themselves. Councilor Brown also has an aluminum boat that the City can borrow until one can be purchased. 

Discussion followed including the weight of Jason's boat. Council decided to borrow Councilor Brown boat until the City can purchase one.


Lift Station Pumps
John presented the Council with a quote for the purchase of the two Flygt pumps. These are the only pumps that will fit in the existing wet well. The quote is for $30,554.41 which includes two pumps with fittings and installation and includes a five year warranty. Quote is herein attached and part of the record. Myers pump manufacturers stated that if the City were to rebuild the wet well to accommodate the Myers pumps than they would rebuild the pumps for the City at their cost.
Another question that arose was in order to remove the pumps from the wet well it requires a crane and a hoist. A crane and hoist were something that was believed to be installed by some of the Council members that were here during the project, but these items were not installed. These items will be researched in the contract documents.
Councilor Ritch made a motion to purchase the two Flygt pumps for $30,554.41. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. The motion passed with unanimous consent. 
Discussion followed concerning how to appropriate the funds. 

Councilor Ritch made a motion to use the $10,902 in the Sewer Capital Outlay category, and leave in the Sewer Fund the $10,000 planned to transfer to the Equipment Reserve Fund. Transfer $5,000 from the Water Fund to the Equipment Reserve Fund and $5,000 from the Street Fund to the Equipment Reserve Fund to use for the purchase of the pumps.
JUB has also been researching the string algae issue and ways to eliminate the algae. 


Public Works Director Resignation
Councilor Dinger made a motion to accept Public Works Director Jason Melo's resignation. Councilor O'Grady seconded the motion. Councilor Ritch abstained. The motion passed with majority consent.
There were no public comments.
